News regarding future projects

In this section you will find information compiled from various press articles and releases, news bulletins, etc., announcing future projects. 
Environmental investments of 204 million Euros in Sibiu and Tulcea  

The European Commission has approved during this week, two major projects in water - wastewater sector, for Sibiu and Tulcea county. They will receive funding through the European Environment Sectorial Operational Programme. The investment, worth about 204 million Euros, is aiming the expansion / modernization of water networks, sewerage; the construction / modernization of drinking-water treatment plant and sewage-treatment plants and enhancing the quality of public services - water, sewerage. Over 197,000 people from the two counties will benefit from these investments.

The estimated value of the project in Sibiu county is about 90 million Euros. The investment will be realized in localities: Medias, Agnita, and Dumbraveni. The beneficiary population is estimated at 76,000 inhabitants. The amount of investment for Tulcea County is about 114 million Euros. The included localities in this project are: Tulcea, Sulina, Isaccea, and Macin. Beneficiary population was estimated at 121,000 inhabitants. 

Authorities estimated that the investment works will be done during 2008 – 2013.

Iasi:  Works of drinking water distribution in Cepelnita

Local Council Cepelnita held in March, an auction for drinking water distribution in Buhalnita and Poiana Marului villages. The value of the contract is about two (2) million lei ((no VAT). The winner company is “Energoconstructia” SA, from Bucharest. 13 companies submitted bids.

“Aquatim” invests 18 million lei in Timis infrastructure

The investment program/project funded by SC “Aquatim” SA aims this year infrastructure improvements in water and sewage in Timisoara, Jimbolia and Deta. Also, there are added other works, like modernization of drinking-water treatment plant and wastewater-purification plant in Timisoara. The investments are estimated around 18 million lei.

Government approval awaited for the "Marina di Eforie" project

Local authorities of Eforie, together with the Italian financing company that will invest in the "Marina di Eforie" project - biggest marina on the Black Sea – are awaiting the Government’s approval for the concession of the body of water needed for the investment. The mayor of Eforie, Ovidiu Brăiloiu, had a meeting yesterday [19 May, n.tr.] with the representatives of "World Area Holding" of Italy, the main investor in the "Marina di Eforie" project.

The first phase of the project is estimated to cost cca. 540 million Euros. According to the Eforie City Hall, the Italian investors are interested to implement the project as soon as possible, and resorted for financing to two important Italian banks that have subsidiaries in Romania.

The marina will have a surface of 200 hectares, between the Constanţa Sud-Agigea port and the Northern limit of Eforie Nord, and the construction works are supposed to be completed within 5 years. “Marina di Eforie” will have 2.600 mooring places for yachts, 4.000 holiday apartments, villas, a spa, casino’s, 120.000 sqm of parks, a botanical garden and a school. 16 kilometres of roads and alleys will have to be built inside the complex.

50 million Euros for drinking water and waste water in the Caraş-Severin County

Over 50 million Euros will be invested in the rehabilitation of the water distribution network in 8 of the main cities of the Caras Severin county [South-West Romania, n.tr.]. According to Horia Iriamia, State Secretary with the Ministry of development, Public Works and Housing, "The EU will cover via a grant 59% of the project, while the Government will finance from the national budget approximately 16%. The remaining 25% will be financed by the local authorities, via a 25-year loan from the European Investment Bank [www.eib.org, n.tr]. The project aims at improving the drinking water quality for over 150.000 users in the urban areas, as well as the sewerage and waste water treatment.

The local authorities are planning to rehabilitate the water treatment and the sewerage network in the city of Reşiţa [county’s main city, n.tr], that includes over 30 km of sewers and 28 pumping stations. Only for 2 areas of Reşiţa (the Câlnic and Moniom districts), the works are estimated at over 2 million Euro, to be financed via the local budget. 

Moldova Nouă, another city in the county, will benefit of ISPA financing for modernisation of its water and sewerage: submersible pumps for 10 deep-wells, modernisation of the water treatment plant, rehabilitation of 1.5 km of the main distribution pipe, and of 7 km of other pipes, 30 valves and 59 hydrants. The total cost is estimated at 1.3 million Euros, of which 75% from ISPA funds.
Fârliug and Ticvaniu Mare communes are beneficiaries of the Governmental programme for drinking water in the rural areas, and will get a chlorination plant, a reservoir and a water treatment station. The project, to be designed and executed by "Mivan Kier" JV Ltd., is estimated at 3 million USD. 

Another project, estimated at 110.000 RON [cca. 30.500 Euro, n.tr] is to be realised with governmental financing in Tirol village, of the Doclin commune. Local authorities have submitted to the County Council the feasibility study for a drinking water supply system for the Gârlişte village, of the Gorui commune, and the works are currently being tendered.

For other four communes in the Caraş-Severin county (Buchin, Teregova, Mehadia and Cornereva), the documentation for the water distribution and sewerage networks has been evaluated – within a PHARE 2005 project. 
The Jupa commune will also benefit from water distribution and sewerage services, but the tender is not yet finalised, due to the protest of one of the participants. The investment, estimated at 4 million Euros, will be financed by the national Government and will also include a waste water treatment plant. 

Another 8.5 million Euros will be made available from European funds to the local authorities of the Obreja commune, for the sewerage network of all the commune’s villages. 
Local authorities of the Gârnic commune submitted to the Government the request for financing the drinking water infrastructure for the Padina-Matei village. The investment is evaluated at 1.5 million RON [cca. 415,000 Euro, n.tr].
Through its National Programme for Financing of Rural Infrastructure, the Romanian Government is also financing water distribution and sewerage networks in the villages Berzasca, Sicheviţa, Coronini and Măceşti.
