News regarding future projects


In this section you will find information compiled from various press articles and releases, news bulletins, etc., announcing future projects in rather general terms.

Some 1.6 mln euros to be invested in upgrading waterways 
The National Company for the Administration of Navigable Canals will invest in the period ahead some 1.6 million euros to purchase a ship for topo-hydrographical measurements and for the rehabilitation of the lighting of the Cernavoda, Agigea, Ovidiu and Midia-Navodari locks (in the southeastern Black Sea county of Constanta).
The ship should be designed and built to carry out topo-hydrographical measurements in the inland waters of the Danube-Black Sea Canal and the Poarta Alba-Midia Navodari Canal, in the port waters and off-port waters up to six nautical miles from the shore. 'The public acquisition procedure was initiated early this month [September, n.tr.], with the investment in such ship being estimated at one million euros'.

Bega Canal, preparing for navigation 
Banat Water Directorate (DAB) began the mud cleaning works and ecological reconstruction of Bega Canal, in Timisoara, with authorities expecting to remove some 400,000 m3 of sludge. DAB executive manager Titu Bojin told Agerpres the toxicity of the mud will be submitted to biochemical tests in specialized labs. A firm already prepared an ecological area for storing the mud. 
"Due to these works, Bega Canal will deepen up to four meters, which will take the level of the water at seven-eight meters, making it navigable," said Bojin. At the end of the works, in late 2009, small ships and barges will be able to navigate on the Bega, up to the border with Serbia, over a distance of 43 km. In a next step, a project of commercial navigation will start. The current works are worth 17 million euros, the money coming from a total loan of 61 million euros, which Romania made in Jan 2007 with the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD), for the financing of a project of defence against floods, in South-Western Romania. DAB will sign, at the end of this month [September, n.tr.] a protocol with Serbian authorities, on the environment parameters which Bega must have on both sides of the border.

Romania's flood maps to be finalised by 2011 

Romania's flood maps will be out by 2011, according to Director General Marius Postelnicescu of the Romanian National Waters Administration (ANAR). 'The new European legislation concerning floods, which came into force in 2007, has set 2013 as the deadline for the completion of the flood hazard maps, which can indicate the possible effects floods will likely trigger, areas where people can be evacuated, as well as flood-prone areas where people should not build houses. The risk maps will help us assess flood damage that occurs with a probability of once in 50, 100 and 1,000 years,' said Postelnicescu. After being completed, the maps will be made available to mayors and the public at large, in an attempt to prevent people from building homes in flood-prone areas. The risk plans are expected out by 2009, and the provisions thereof will be included in water planning projects, which are an integrant part of guiding schemes for river basin planning and management. Romania is said to have been one step ahead of European requirements, for helicopter flights have already been operated to get a digital model of water sectors preliminary identified as at high risk for flooding.
