News regarding future projects

Romania’s Bucharest-Danube Canal Might Cost EUR500M - Official

The canal linking Danube river and Romania’s capital city Bucharest might cost around EUR500 million, and the investment might be written off in about 14 years – declared Ovidiu Cupsa, general manager of the national navigable canals authority ACN. However, a more precise estimation will be available after the completion of the feasibility study, which is due to be initiated next year.

Through the canal, Bucharest would be linked to the Pan-European Transport Corridor VII. Besides its commodity transport function, the canal should protect against floods about 30,000 hectares of agricultural land and 11 localities, and ensure the necessary water to irrigate 150 hectares of arable land. The micro-hydropower plants that might be built on the canal could produce about 58 gigawatts-hour annually.
